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Rest and relaxation fills and recharges your batteries when you're physically worn down.


When your soul is running on empty, when you're down and feeling discouraged,

you lose your resilience. You lose the ability to bounce back from life's challenges.


When you're frustrated, feeling alone, defensive, feeling unappreciated and unloved,

you need to recharge your soul.


Quiet time with the Lord fills and recharges your soul.


Abraham Lincoln said that when life knocks you on your knees,

you need to stay on your knees and start praying.


Daily time to be alone with God reading devotionals, journaling, praying or worshiping

fills your soul, makes you more resilient and able to get through life's challenges.


Trust Jesus and give your troubles to the Lord.


As you do, the weight of life's problems will become lighter, and you'll feel more and more

hope for the future, because you'll know that you're not facing your challenges alone anymore.


You'll become closer to God, and as you start to see things from God's perspective,

your worries will go away.


Your fear will lose it's grip on you.


You'll be equipped emotionally to face your fears, and you'll have the strength

to face whatever the day brings.


I have a short attention span, so the "Jesus Calling" devotional works well for me.

The devotionals are short and to the point.


They are written as if Jesus was talking to you.


I really like that because it makes it easier for your mind to get into it.

It gets you into the mindset that you're spending time with Jesus.


I have a notebook with me to write what comes to mind as I read the devotionals.


It's a great way to start the day - filling my soul first thing in the morning,

and equipping myself spiritually for the day ahead.




Tips 

I've always had a hard time doing this.

Finding a devotional book that I could relate to, made a big difference.


Scheduling time in the morning (getting up earlier) helps.

Otherwise you start the day doing urgent but unimportant things.


When thoughts come up and interrupt your quiet time, usually thoughts of all the things 

you have to do that day, pray about them right away.


Trust the Lord and give your worries to him.


Keep doing this until the thoughts stop coming.


Only then, will you start to feel the Lord's power and love.


And then, you'll begin to be filled with the spirit.


I started off with only one devotional - Jesus Calling

My devotionals are WHISPERING to me 

to slow down, focus on the Lord, 

and start the day with strength, 

wisdom and peace.

 
Too many times my laptop wins the morning battle.


I feel great about myself because  
I'm checking all the "important" boxes.


But, invariably, the days I start the day with some quiet time, I get more done.


The quiet time doesn't supercharge me.


It gives me this long-burning fuel that helps me choose to work on the important things,

and helps me pace myself through the day and get more done.


It's a little bit like the tortoise and the hare.

Slow is fast and fast is slow.

I started "hiding" my laptop in another room, before going to bed at night,

and leaving the devotionals where I'd easily see them in the morning.


After all, it doesn't make sense to leave a bag of cookies in your home gym, does it?


Out of sight, out of mind!


Control your environment. Hide the things that tempt you.

That way, you can focus on what's most important to you. 
 
Before long, I was doing three - Jesus Calling, Jesus Listens, and The Purpose Driven Life.




That lead to more and more.


Reading the Bible and Christian books will helps you grow more Christlike,

which will fill your soul, and help you in every area of your life.
